	During the same audience, during one of their conversations, the Pope asked Louis and his wife whether they had any children. Mrs. Armstrong went red; she felt embarrassed as she didn’t know what to say. Not hesitating for a while, Louis answered with a smile: “No, but believe me, efforts put into trying to make them, give me and my wife a lot of pleasure”.



	This why I’ve decided to cover the topic, paying attention to the nature of the wonderful musician. Because we’re running out of time, let me introduce the man in brief and present only a few anecdotes from his life.



	Most probably the majority of you have heard about Louis Armstrong. I do not suppose, however, that the very human nature of the person has ever been introduced to you. 



	When he died in 1971, journalists wrote that “next époque in music has come to an abrupt end”. 



	He was born in 1901 in New Orleans, Louisiana as a member of extremely poor family, was brought up in an orphanage, where he was taken from to foster parents several times.

The very first contact with music he ever had was in a reformatory, where he was sent at the age of 14 for pyrotechnical experiments he conducted during the New Year’s Eve of 1914’s. 

He started playing in an orchestra, and the first instrument he took was tambourine. 



	When sitting there, he noticed the chamber was so clean and fresh he had to inform his wife about that. He opened the door, put his head out of the toilet and shouted to his wife: “honey, come and see how damn nice the Pope’s loo is!”.


	Louis Armstrong was a respected musician. People loved his style and talent. Not many knew, however, that Armstrong had wonderful sense of humour and charm. 



	Each and every day he would smoke a roll-up made of marihuana. He called them “bombers”.

He didn’t fail to smoke one while paying a visit to Pope Pius XII. Just a step from the Pope’s room, he felt he must immediately go to the toilet. 



	The headmaster of reformatory finally let him sing and play the clarinet. He soon became a professional, and started playing the trumpet. 



	Poor as he was, he lead a very interesting and intensive life. He didn’t pay much attention to money; it was not that important for him. 

He didn’t consider himself a vocalist. He helped young artist and was just a good man with a good sense of humour.
